STEP 1 - Crossbar (Figure 1)

Layout the crossbar parts (AL24-1, AL24-11 & AL24-3 2x) and ALU-2
connector (ALU-1 3x).

Slide 2x Bolts parts (A1) into parts (AL24-1) & 2x Bolts parts A1 into parts (AL24-3) \ \ A1
ensuring they are between the holes. A2 C1

Slot the connector piece (ALU-1) into the (AL24-1 & AL24-3) ensuring the holes align.

Repeat these steps on the other 2 sections of the crosshar with (AL24-11 & AL24-3) and
(AL24-3 & AL24-3).

STEP 2 - Crossbar (Figure 2)

2A: Screw 4x Hex bolts (C1) into connector (ALU-1) within (AL24-1) and (AL24-3) ensuring they line up with the
crossbar and connector holes.
